2005 National Jamboree

Contingent Fee Policy

A $100.00 deposit must accompany each reservation and application ($50 of which is non-refundable).  Priority of troop assignment will be based on the date of receipt (at the Council Service Center) of your registration.  A payment coupon book will be sent to you with the 1st $100 payment scheduled to begin on or before 1-1-04 and the final payment/balance due on or before 2-1-05.  It may be easier on yourself if you can pay as much as you can into your account before 1-1-04.  Once 1-1-04 arrives, your balance and payments must be current and kept that way in order to secure your position in the troop.  If you sing up after 1-1-04, then you must arrange for your payments to be brought up to date as soon as possible to retain a position in the troop.

REFUND POLICY:

The following is a schedule of dates for refunds if you find yourself unable to go.  Remember that $50 of the initial registration deposit is non-refundable.  All other monies paid toward the Jamboree contingent fee at the Scout Service Center are refundable except as noted in the schedule below.  These dates are based on commitments for such things as Jamboree registration to BSA, airfare, tours, buses, hotels, restaurants, patches and troop equipment.


***NOTE***

If for some reason you are not able to go, there is one other way to get a refund!!!  You will receive a full refund, less the $50 registration deposit that is not refundable – if you recruit a Scout to go in your place, that Scout registers at the Scout Service Center before April 1, 2005, and if the contingent is full when it leaves for the jamboree.  The new Scout must bring the Jamboree contingent fee up to date as of the date the coupon in the payment book calls for and make that payment to the Scout Service Center.  The Scout Service Center will refund the money to you after the contingent returns from jamboree and the Council Jamboree Budget Committee approves the refund.  ALL REFUND REQUESTS MUST BE SUBMITTED IN WRITING TO THE COUNCIL JAMBOREE BUDGET COMMITTEE.
